Minutes:  The minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed.  Sarah McMaster made a motion to accept; Beth McNeer seconded, a vote was taken and the motion was approved.

Kristen introduced new members Roberta Bibbins of Orangeburg and Kathy Henry from Union.  APLA members welcomed them.

Committee Appointments:  Kristen said that Allison Anderson and Ann Szypulski have agreed to be the nominating committee.  Please let either of them know if you are interested in an officer position in APLA.

SCLA Board Rep:  Robert Harden is the APLA representative to SCLA.  The SCLA Board is meeting March 10.  Kristen asked that if anyone has something to bring up with SCLA, to contact Robert by that date.

Legislative Committee:  Todd Stephens said our messages to our legislators need to be unique to the local counties, and we need to communicate what best fits our county.  Small counties especially need to deliver the message that State Aid is needed.  Jim Johnson said that we need to have our Board members, Friends, and local movers and shakers let the legislators know what State Aid, lottery funds, and the State Library mean to us.  Jim asked that after you meet with your legislators that you contact him and let him know of any negative or positive comments.  

Amy Schofield reminded directors about monthly letters to legislators with different points of library service, so that legislators get a consistent message throughout the year.  

Treasurer’s Report:  Faith Line distributed the Treasurers Report.  Yolanda McCormick made a motion to accept, Marilyn Tsirigotis seconded.  The motion was carried.

State Library Report:    The State Library has plans to close the Last Copy Fiction Collection – contact David if you have any concerns.  The report on re-structuring may be out next week.  David said that the state library has been checking with Proquest on group pricing for Heritage Quest.  If all library systems opt in, savings would be approximately 30%.  David also said we should be hearing more about the possibility of combining PASCAL and DISCUS to optimize SC investment in information resources.  BookWhere, a copy cataloging service has offered unlimited number of seats for up to 50 libraries for under $500 per library.  David thanked the people who came to the Statehouse last Wednesday and said that next Wednesday, the State Library goes before the Ways and Means Committee.  David Sniffin talked about the regional workshops for Virtual OneStop training.  

APLA website:  Allison Anderson introduced Rebecca David who demonstrated the new APLA website.  Contact her at rebeccad@pickens.lib.sc.us with any suggestions or comments.  It should go live in a couple of weeks.

SC History Projects:  Todd Stephens discussed the Spartanburg County History Center and the different collections the library holds to support the History Center.  Dwight MacInvaill discussed the building addition and collection of the Heritage Center at the Georgetown Public Library.
