Presentation:  William Pebley, on behalf of Palmetto American Ex-POWs, made a presentation of a copy of “Heroes … Survivors: A Book about South Carolinian Ex-Prisoner of War Experiences,” to each main county library. Minutes:  The minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed.  Sarah McMaster made a motion to accept the minutes, Ray McBride seconded. A vote was taken and the motion was approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Faith Line distributed the Financial Report.  She reported that most of the dues have been received.  Faith also pointed out that APLA paid a filing fee with the State Ethics Commission to be registered as a Lobbyist’s Principal.  

Nominating Committee:  Ann Szypulski reported on behalf of the Nominating Committee the following nominations:

Amy Schofield will move from Vice President to President,  Benjamin Hall has agreed to serve another year as an at large board member, Ann Szypulski has agreed to serve another year as Secretary, and Faith Line will continue as Secretary.

Retreat Committee:  Several options for the APLA retreat were discussed.  It was suggested that we have a one day retreat in Columbia at the State Library and discuss marketing, valuation and our message for the upcoming year.  In order to encourage as high attendance as possible, it was decided the retreat should be held on Wednesday, May 11.  The committee will continue to firm up plans and let all members know the details.  It was suggested that we conduct any business or take routine votes via e-mail, so that the whole day can be devoted to the retreat topic.  

SCLA Report:  Robert Harden reported that the 2011 SCLA Annual Conference will be held in North Charleston October 19 – 21.  The name of the Library Administration section has been changed to Library Management to encourage more participation.  Bev James encouraged all to choose that section when joining SCLA.  

Legislative Report: Jim Johnson reported that the House passed the budget, which includes a 6% cut to the State Library, which translates to State Aid of $.87 per capita, retaining the $60,000 minimum.  He also reported that libraries are third in line for unclaimed lottery money (2 million).  Restructuring of state government and appointment of State Library Board were briefly discussed.  U.S. Sen. Jim DeMint has submitted an amendment to S. 493, which would redirect LSTA money and adversely affect libraries. 

State Library Report: David Goble reported that Rogan Hanby will be joining the staff of the State Library.  The State Library will not meet Maintenance of Effort which will result in a reduction of LSTA funds.  David reminded directors that any lottery money would not be paid out until the 4th quarter of the 2011/12 fiscal year.  He asked library directors to continue with the message of how essential libraries are.

Amy Duernberger requested that directors respond as soon as possible to the e-mail sent 3/11 concerning Heritage Quest and Ancestry Online.  Denise Lyons will be doing regional Literacy Workshops and invited directors to stop by.  

Kristen reported that Ingram has increased discounts to 47% for trade hardcover for the coming year.  She and Bev distributed information on Ingram discounts and other vendor discounts.

After lunch, the members of the group shared successful grant experiences.  We also discussed Codes of Conduct and several directors shared their policies.

The meeting adjourned at 1:30 pm.
