Minutes of the Meeting of August 1, 2008

Hilton Head, SC

President Beth McNeer opened the meeting with a few announcements:

1.
Dr. Rusty Belote’s report will be posted to the APLA website.

2.
We will contact the director’s association of North Carolina to invite them to participate in the SCAPLA retreat in May 2008

3.
Marilyn Tsirigotis has arranged for proprietary automation vendors to do demonstrations at the Greenville Library during SCLA in October.  We will also invite Equinox to do a demonstration of the Evergreen Open Source ILS.  The conference dates are Tuesday, October 21 through Friday, October 24.

4.
There will be a presentation on Personal Pathways at the September 19 SCAPLA meeting.  This is a program to assist all SC high school students in choosing a required career track.  This is a program to assist them with career tracks.  We will also invite Dr. Schwartz from USC to speak on careers in library science, and Dr. Jim Rex, State Superintendent to speak on career development for high school students.

The rest of the meeting was devoted to an open forum of topics raised by members present:

1.
There was some discussion and questions raised concerning the status of FY 2008/2009 Federal Library Services and Technology Grant applications.

2.
Kristen Simonsen proposed that SCAPLA consider creation of celebrity “READ” posters with pictures of our state legislators as a gift associated with our public library appreciation day in early 2009.  She will investigate whether we would be able to use equipment housed at the SC State Library and identify libraries with equipment that may be able to assist in producing the posters.

3.
Kristen Simonsen discussed a program called Business Solutions, through Office Depot, that provides discounted office supplies for non-profit organizations.  Information about the program is available through the US Communities web-site.  Kristen is able to utilize it through Calhoun County Government and has saved a lot of money.

4.
Several concerns were raised about communication with the SC State Library.  The upcoming meeting called by State Library Director David Goble was discussed.  The members present formulated three questions to ask at the meeting if Mr. Goble did not address them in his presentation.  The questions are as follows:


a.
What are the goals and priorities for FY 2008/2009 LSTA grants?  What is the status of the LSTA proposals that libraries have already submitted?


b.
The legislative agenda for FY 2009/2010 is included on the agenda for the meeting: what is the SC State Library’s legislative agenda for FY 2008/2009?


c.
What is the status of implementation of the Evergreen consortium?  What impact will the Evergreen consortium have on other libraries that are not considering a migration to Evergreen?

The next SCAPLA meeting will be on September 19, 2008, at the SC State Library.
