Pres. McBride called the meeting to order at 10:00.
Minutes from the November 20, 2009 meeting were approved.

Faith A. Line gave the treasurer’s report.

Legislative Report
Jim Johnson reviewed the governor’s recommendation to combine the State Library with other state agencies, and urged support for the State Library.
Kristen Setzler Simensen led discussion on events for PLAD, as well as the need for efforts to sustain and increase local support. Hugh Leatherman will be given an APLA Legislator of the Year award. Templates with quotes will be distributed for use by individual libraries. Kathy Sheppard suggested that FOSL might be able to assist with efforts to generate support.

State Library Report 

Leesa Benggio reported on the State Library’s budget, and urged PLAD participants to stay for the State Library budget proposal, which is scheduled for later that day. Leesa warned of upcoming cuts of an additional 15%, which would put total cuts over the past 18 months at 46.64% of the original budget. 
Catherine Buck Morgan reviewed issues with SCLends, including a newly discovered flaw in Evergreen’s software. IMS has added new routes. Bins have replaced bags because of the high number of requests. Last month, 7,051 items were routed. The next migration will be to 1.6, which has an acquisitions module. Ray McBride reported on the success of the SCLends collaboration, and mentioned that a matrix was being developed to show true costs and savings.

Nancy Rosenwald discussed a recent meeting of “Common Cause,” which hopes to draw together librarians from public libraries, academic libraries, school library media centers, and the USC library school. A SWAT analysis was done. 
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 11:53.
