Approval of Minutes:  The APLA minutes for the September meeting were reviewed.  Ray McBride made a motion that the minutes be approved.  The motion was seconded by Brenda Branson.  A vote was taken and the minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  Faith Line reported that we are in good shape.  She passed out bills for the dues.  Faith can send out two separate bills, one for dues and one for the extra assessment if necessary.  

On Book Program:  Bev James, Jan O’Rourke, Doug Henderson, Donna Osborne and others shared experiences with a One Book/One Community programs.  The possibility of doing a statewide book, or collaborative programs was discussed.  

State Library Report:  
Nancy Rosenwald reported that CIPA requirements to provide safe internet training will only affect school systems.  She urged that everyone carefully follow CIPA requirements and their Internet Safety Policy.  Internet Safety Policies will be required – they can be combined with Internet Policy, but safety must be addressed.  She will be sending out more information on this soon.

Nancy also talked about the Union County Tombstone Project, done with a LSTA grant to preserve images and text.  It is not included in the State Library digital depository.  There are plans to create a template for data for future participation by other libraries and counties.

David Goble noted that Jim Johnson was not able to make the meeting today but soon will be sending out the schedule for State House visits for the year.  David said that the unclaimed lottery fund is running very low compared to same time other years, and it now seems unlikely that libraries will receive a share of the unclaimed lottery money.  Money from Election Day lottery sales is not affected.  He noted that we could also see further reductions of IMLS grants.  David discussed the Pee Dee Regional Business Leaders’ Summit on Early Childhood Investment in Florence, which ties the importance of early literacy and child development to future economic development.  

Rogan Hamby reported that he is working on the survey to measure workforce usage on library computers, and will make a version available to libraries.  He has also been working on negotiating an opt-in deal for bidding time management programs and will be responding further to those libraries who wish to participate.
He reported that ATT will be sending out letters about changing circuits and the need for routers to be reconfigured.  If requested, they will send out techs to reconfigure.  This will be starting after January 1.

Freegal:  Roberta Bibbins reported she is in discussion with Freegal to possibly negotiate consortium pricing.  She said that she needs the population, circulation, and number of cardholders from any library that was interested in participating.
Connect SC:  Cory Johnson, Stakeholder Relations Manager talked about Connect SC, a nonprofit company encouraging and promoting broadband connectivity.  He noted that the website, www.connectsc.org, contains Interactive maps showing connectivity information on a state and local level.

Advocacy:  Donna Osborne shared her powerpoint presentation that she has been giving to community groups, and discussed promoting library services to the community.  She also shared an envelope with basic library information that she distributes.  Amy Schofield discussed gathering statistics about workforce development.  She will be in touch about setting two “day in the life” days where libraries tally everything we do with workforce development.  

The meeting adjourned at 1:10 pm.
