September 16, 2011

Attending:  Amy Schofield, Frank Bruno, Wlodek Zaryczwy, Roberta Bibbins, Melanie Huggins, Donna Osborne, Carl Coffin, Ray McBride, Yolanda McCormick, Barbara Yonce, T. Jim Knight of the Sc Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation discussed e-verify, which is required by the SC Illegal Immigration and Reform Act of 2011.  He is asking libraries to be a resource for small businesses that need to register and use e-verify.  

State Library report:  David Goble discussed lottery funding and apologized for misunderstanding about the payment schedule of lottery money.  He said it seemed most fair to distribute the proceeds from Election Day sales in the same way as State Aid.  The payment for the unclaimed lottery funds will probably be equally divided among the counties.  Lottery money will be able to be carried into the next fiscal year.   

Amy Duernberger talked about the Discus trials that are now available on the Discus site.  She encouraged people that have expertise in a certain area to be sure to look at the databases concerning their area and provide feedback.    The goal is to provide a good mix of databases at a good value.  

Rogan Hamby said that he is looking for an opt-in deal with a print/time management system, such as Envisionware.  

APLA listserv:  The APLA listserv was discussed and it was pointed out that although there are 41 directors, 91 people are subscribed to the listserv.  

Todd Stephens moved that retired directors be removed from the APLA listserv.  Donna Osborne seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the motion was approved.  

Todd Stephens moved that each library system have one slot for the Director on the listserv.  The motion was seconded by Melanie Huggins.  After discussion the motion was amended to read: Each library system shall have one slot for the APLA listserv, for the library director, with the exception of the managing library system, which shall receive an additional slot for the listserv manager. The amended motion was seconded by Wlodek Zaryczwy.  A vote was taken and the motion was approved.  

Todd Stephens made a motion that the State Library’s participation in the Listserv be limited to the Director of the State Library.  Roberta Bibbins seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the motion was approved.  

Todd Stephens made a motion for APLA’s lobbyist to have a slot on the listserv.    Yolanda McCormick seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the motion was approved.

Legislative Committee Report:  Todd Stephens reported that the committee has reviewed and discussed the upcoming funding agenda.  The committee moves that the funding agenda include 1) Goal of $1.00 per capita for State Aid, 2) Money from unclaimed lottery prizes be received and divided by 47 to include the State Library, and 3) Continue Election Day lottery money proviso.  After discussion, a vote was taken and the motion passed.

Jim Johnson reported that he believed the past years method of spreading out legislative visits to have a presence at the capitol throughout the session was beneficial.  The committee moved that we keep the same model for the coming year.  A vote was taken and the motion passed.

The committee made a motion that Jim Johnson’s contract be renewed for another legislative year.  The motion passed.

Discussion was held whether to raise APLA dues or add an assessment, as was done last year,  for payment of Jim’s contract.  Amy Schofield made a motion that an assessment be made, as last year.  Yolanda McCormick seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the motion passed.

 Financial Report:  The Financial Report was handed out.

Association of Counties:  Ray McBride handed out information from the SC Association of Counties concerning full funding of the Local Government Fund. He pointed out that cutting the local government fund affects libraries and asked directors to talk with their legislators.   

He also discussed the statement from APLA concerning promoting use of libraries as polling places.  He asked that it be amended to support of libraries as polling places on a county to county basis, based on facilities.  Ray will e-mail the final wording of the statement.  Sarah McMaster noted appreciation for Ray for forwarding weekly reports from the Association of Counties.

SCLA Conference:  David Goble discussed the possibility of topics to that would bring together the different library communities at the SCLA conference.  He asked that anyone interested in developing topics to contact him.

Advocacy: Amy Schofield discussed planning for the legislative calendar for the coming year, and asked for input and suggestions. The statistics committee met and made three recommendations: designation of early literacy as a category for reporting programming statistics, “day in the life” data gathering for information related to workforce development (to be held one day each in the third and fourth quarter), and the volunteering of ten libraries to pilot an online survey. Several libraries volunteered to participate.  Melanie Huggins presented an advocacy PowerPoint presentation – she will send it out via e-mail.  She mentioned that part of the information is on a You Tube video "Your Library's Good for Business.”  It was stressed that it is important to continue advocacy efforts throughout the year – not just at budget time.
